Mr. Grant called the meeting to order at 10:05.

Approval of February 11, 2009 Minutes:  Mr. Thiel made a motion to approve the February 11, 2009 minutes.  Ms. VanNess second.  There was no further discussion and the motion passed.  

Move to Closed Session as per State Statutes 19.85(1) c, e

Ms. VanNess made a motion to move to closed session.  Mr. Thiel second.  There was no further discussion and the meeting moved to closed session at 10:09 a.m. to discuss personnel and competitive procurement.

Return to Open Session as per State Statutes 19.85(1) c, e

Mr. Thiel made a motion to return to open session.  Ms. VanNess second.  There was no further discussion and the meeting returned to open session at 11:04 a.m.

Approval of Actions discussed while in Closed Session

Mr. Thiel made a motion to give Ms. Welch the administrative authority to move necessary staff to the FVWDB from Workforce Economics, Inc., if DWD/DOL requests the change in response to the recent audit visits as discussed in Closed Session.  Ms. VanNess second.  There was no further discussion and the motion passed.

The Executive Committee also directed Mr. Grant to send a letter to DOL regarding the procedural processes of the FVWDB.  
PY 09 RFP Process

Ms. Welch suggests, as per allowed by policy, to renew the existing contractors for another year.  (Youth:  ADVOCAP, CESA 5, and UWO CCDET, for Adult:  ADVOCAP, and for Dislocated worker:  ADVOCAP and LETC).  
Report on Alumni Recognition Event

Mr. Grant reported on the March 19th Alumni Event.  Over 80 people attended, including Representatives Tom Nelson and Peggy Bernard Schaber.  Representative Tom Petri sent a staff person who read a letter to the audience thanking the FVWDB. Eighteen awards were distributed to past WIA customers, three area businesses who have been great partners in hiring individuals, as well as a Job Center partner.
Stimulus Allocations and Process

Ms. Welch and staff are currently working on securing worksites to serve approximately 200 youth this summer.  Allocations have not been received from the DWD.  A short discussion followed on how Ms. Welch envisions the summer project to work, but specifics will be sent out after further guidance is out from DOL.  All board members, LEOs, and partners will be sent the information, an application for both worksites and for nominating youth, and any other relevant information.  Ms. Welch noted DWD has to apply to DOL to receive stimulus funding before it can be distributed to the local areas.

Ms. VanNess made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 11:28.  Mr. Thiel second.  There was no further discussion and the meeting was adjourned.
