WIA Reauthorization

Ms. Welch reported that the House has passed the WIA bill with a 10% place holder put on the admin. definition for now.  The Senate bill should go through in April and then will go to conference.  Some highlights:

· if core services come out of admin. Costs, ability to keep job centers open would be greatly affected

· local boards are fighting administration to help this issue, along with national organizations doing surveys, etc. to help

· national one stop day in May.  Ms. Welch will coordinate with Mr. Turner and management teams to invite legislators to job centers to showcase our success.

· Petri’s role is critical as chair of the Employment and Training committee

· Wagner-Peyser and WIA will most likely still be block granted

· 2006 President’s budget will be a hot topic

· Ms. Welch/Ms. Tylka will forward legislative info/updates to board members
DWD

Job Service cuts are a reality as of April 30th, and there will be people bumped from current positions due to seniority, will affect the Fox Valley area.  People who are in danger of being bumped may leave earlier if they find other jobs; these positions will not be filled then which will stress the partnerships in the job centers even more.  Ms. Welch commented that each WDB director recently met one-on-one with Bill Clingan from DWD.
One Stop Business Plan

Ms. Welch noted that each job center needs to update their business plans and budgets for July.  Mr. Turner will send out formal memo from the one stop committee.  If FVWDB is level funded, Ms. Welch will recommend level funding for the job centers as well.
Business Services

Mr. Barnes is currently working with each employer service team to expand business services.  There are twelve employers in the JobFit program and job center staff are being educated on the project.  Business services department will be greatly expanded by July 1 and more updates will follow.

Safety in the One Stops

Mr. Turner reported that all resource room staff and some others recently attended an Appleton Police Dept. training on dealing with hostile customers and it was very well received.  Written policies on how to deal with these situations will be developed.

Announcements

Mr. Turner updated the group on the Disability Navigator activities.  Ms. Engel is currently doing benefits workshops; the public are notified and questions are answered.  Mr. Beregszazi would like a schedule of these dates.  Many mini-workshops are also being coordinated by Ms. Engel.  


Mr. Turner distributed the 2nd quarter data report.


An update on the Red Granite corrections project in Wautoma was given by Mr. Turner along with a newspaper article showcasing the program.


Mr. Turner distributed the January 2005 customer satisfaction survey.


A job fair schedule for the next few months was also handed out.


Ms. Welch commented that she has been meeting with Dr. Buettner from FVTC to look at co-location possibilities between job centers and the tech college for some locations.
