Mr. Sloan made a motion to approve the One Stop Committee meeting minutes of March 9, 2005. Mr. Mauch second. Motion passes.

Update on Job Center activities

· Mr. Turner said Centers are busy. 

· Rawhide Boys Ranch is bringing small groups to Fox Cities WDC resource room on Fridays.
· Oshkosh Center is overloaded because of staffing shortage. 

· Discussion on financial assistance for shortages at Centers.

· Ms. Cronmiller mentioned press on Navigator.

· Mr. Turner updated the committee on Navigator activities presented the Disability Employment 101 book for employers.
· Mr. Turner also noted that hiring in the area seems to be up.

WIA Reauthorization
The House passed WIA legislation. Senate has not passed it yet. There was discussion on the legislation.
Mr. Turner distributed a summary of the Bush Administration’s “Job Training Reform WIA Plus Consolidated Grant Program.” Mr. Turner indicated Workforce Dev. Boards do not support this proposal as it gives states the authority at the expense of local boards. There was also discussion on:
· condensed programs, and

· lobbying efforts against.

Funding of One Stops
Mr. Turner distributed the “Training and Employment Notice N0. 23-04 which summarized a DOL Occasional Paper regarding a two year study of 30 One-Stop Centers in eight states.” There was discussion on the content of the handout.

Mr. Turner also indicated that Ms. Welch conveyed information she recently received verbally from DWD, that this WDA would receive approximately $500,000 less in WIA funding in the program year beginning July 1, 2005.  Therefore the area Job/WDC’s would not see an increase in Core Service funds.
Comprehensive Job Center Requirements

Mr. Turner distributed the “Job Center Service Standards Draft.” There was discussion on this handout. Mr. Turner noted that Ms. Welch asked that the Standards be adopted by the Committee. Mr. Turner believes most of the Standards are already in use by the Centers and would be able to be met.
Ms. Cronmiller moved to approve the Job Center Service Standards for use as a tool in strategic planning, understanding that the version presented is in draft form. Mr. Callahan seconds motion. 
Discussion ensued. Motion passes. Mr. Mauch opposes motion.

Other/Announcements
Mr. Callahan wants progress report about CareerPros merging with Workforce Economics. Mr. Beregszazi said he was very concerned about the separation of the Board and Workforce Economics. Mr. Turner said if there are questions to call or email Ms. Welch.
Ms. VanNess will express concerns to the Executive Committee. 

Mr. Mauch wants an update from the Executive Committee meeting from Ms. VanNess for May 18th One Stop meeting, which will be held at FVWDB Conference Room.

Ms. Cronmiller asked if building project was still on schedule. Turner indicated as far as he knew it was on schedule. 
Mr. Turner said if there were any more questions or concerns regarding information he presented to email him.

Adjournment

Mr. Beregszazi made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mr. Callahan second. Motion passes. Meeting adjourned at 4:10 p.m.
