One Stop System Committee Meeting Minutes

3/6/06

The meeting was called to order by Ms. VanNess at 3:05 pm.

Mr. Sloan made a motion to approve the One Stop Committee meeting minutes of November 2, 2005. Mr. Beregszazi second. Motion passes.

State WIA Plan

Ms. Welch discussed the State’s new requirement for WIA plans including the 35% training piece. 50% of current enrollment would not count toward the new plan. This year we will reach about 28%. Ms. Welch suggested working up to reach 35% over the next three years. The full plan will be emailed by Ms. Meyer to all FVWDB members for review.

Ms. Welch reported the State wants their Wisconsin Job Center sign to be the largest and highest sign at all centers they fund. This is not required, just strongly suggested. Discussion followed by all on how this will be very difficult because all of the job centers in our WDA, except the Fond du Lac center, are rented and not owned.


Mr. Turner explained that the State wants the job centers to have extended operating hours. This was tried before, but few people stopped in after 5:30pm. Mr. Turner also stated that this would be expensive because he would want at least 2 staff at each center for the extended hours for safety reasons. Mr. Beregszazi asked if there was documentation on how many people use the centers after hours. Mr. Callahan responded that there should be. He also stated that we should point out that our services can be accessed online. Mr. Turner discussed a hand out (Criteria for Certifying Comprehensive Job Centers) at length. 
Local Plan


Ms. Welch and Mr. Turner discussed the Local Plan. All operating agreements will be renamed “Operating Agreement/MOU” to meet local plan requirements. Also, Ms. Welch mentioned that in the future we will be applying charges to certain services for employer outreach. Ms. Welch said she would respond to the additional requirements of the local plan; then it would go to the executive committee for review.
Legislative Update


Ms. Welch was in Washington DC for a conference. While there, she learned that because of “Formula 500 Funding” we could lose 25% or more of our budget with the proposed President’s budget. While in Washington DC Ms. Welch met with our State’s legislators (minus Mr. Green) to talk to them about our situation. She felt the talks went well. Ms. Welch also discussed the possibility of Career Advancement Accounts (CAAs), instead of giving centers certain funding. The CAAs act like individual training accounts (ITAs). The CAAs would have $3,000 in them for an individual to use for training purposes. Ms. Welch stated that we currently spend around $6,000 per person.

Center Activities


Mr. Turner discussed his handout, Customer Satisfaction Survey, at length. Mr. Turner also discussed the job fairs happening in the area. Mr. Turner also announced that on March 29th the Governor will be in Waupaca and Shawano counties.

Announcements


Ms. Welch announced that she was elected to WEDA’s (Wisconsin Economic Development Association) board and is co-chairing a workforce development committee. Ms. Welch reminded all present that there is a Board meeting and the alumni banquet on March 16th, at 3 pm.

Adjournment


Ms. Cronmiller made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mr. Callahan second. Motion passed. Meeting adjourned at 4:25 pm.
