One Stop System Committee Meeting Minutes

3-15-07

The meeting was called to order by Ms. VanNess at 8:00 am.

Mr. Mauch made a motion to approve the One Stop Committee meeting minutes of August 16, 2006. Mr. Beregszazi second. Motion passes.

Two Year Plan Revision

All discussed the possible merging of the Fox Valley Workforce Development Board (FVWDB) and the Bay Area Workforce Development Board (BAWDB). Discussion turned to how the merger would affect the One Stop centers and the Board. The BAWDB has closed two One Stop centers recently (Kewanee and Shawano). The group also discussed how the Milwaukee Private Industry Council will be dissolving in June of this year.

One Stop Infrastructure Issues

Ms. Welch told the group that Steve Callahan will no longer be on the committee. He will be replaced by Bob Miller. Mr. Turner said that Mr. Miller has suggested pulling all resources out of the Oshkosh Center, while keeping the Fox Cities and Fond du Lac Centers staffed. Mr. Turner said he believes that Job Service staff needs to stay in Oshkosh. Ms. Welch agreed with Mr. Turner on keeping Job Service staff at the Oshkosh Center. She also stated how important it is to keep resources in all centers, especially the rural ones. Job Service has pulled out of Berlin and Waupaca and now it looks like Wautoma. Mr. Turner said he’s asking them to help with expenses, even if they’ve left.

Ms. Welch said that the BAWDB has two career counselors now. She said that she’s in talks with them to have one in the Fox Cities Center; they offered one counselor for 2 days each week. Ms. Welch said she would continue negotiations with them for one counselor every day.
Business Services Activities

Ms. Welch briefly went over the lean trainings that will be happening for the centers’ staff.

2007 One Stop Committee Goal

Ms. Welch said that the Board goal for the One Stop Committee was to keep the one stop system in existence; improve perception; make the centers in a reasonable distance (within 30 miles) of cities/towns. All discussed the option of “virtual one stops” and a mobile one stop center. Ms. VanNess asked the group if there should be a work group for the committee, since most of the committee meetings are more informational. Ms. Welch said that could be arranged. All looked at their calendars and picked Wednesday April 11th, at 2 pm. The meeting will be about infrastructure and how to keep the centers open. Mr. Turner will provide information to the group. Ms. Welch said she hoped budget numbers would be in by then.

Ms. Welch briefly discussed a WIRED grant she is helping to write; the grant is for $5 million. The grant is being written for Pre-K – 16 curriculum for learning work skills for advanced manufacturing and modern agriculture. Ms. Welch said she is trying to get New North, Inc. to get broad band in the rural areas. Mr. Beregszazi said there are grants available for that. Mr. Martinez suggested tying the curriculum into a charter school.

Customer Service Report

Mr. Turner handed out three reports to the group. The first one was PY05 & PY00-PY05 Job/Workforce Development Center Data & Activities Annual Report. Mr. Turner said all had seen it and he did not go through it. 

Mr. Turner briefly went through the second hand out titled Job/Workforce Development Centers, Resource Room/Career Center Customer Satisfaction Survey, Monday December 11, 2006. He briefly went through this data. 

Mr. Turner then handed out the third report titled Job/Workforce Development Center Activity PY06 Second Quarter Report. He discussed this report with the group. In looking at Oshkosh’s numbers, all discussed that the numbers looked good and that it would really add stress to the Fox Cities Center and the Fond du Lac Center.


Lastly, Mr. Turner handed out a list of employers who were involved in the Waupaca County Job Fair and an email one of them sent about it.

Other Business

Ms. Welch said there was no other business; she said everyone is keeping busy.
