In the absence of the Chair, Ms. Van Ness, Ms. Cronmiller called the meeting to order at 1:40pm.

April 28th, 2008 Minutes:  Mr. Westphal made a motion to accept the April 28th, 2008 meeting minutes.  Mr. Beregszazi second.  There was no discussion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Job Center Strategies and Services

Since the April meeting, DWD has moved all of their staff out of the FVWDA job centers except Fond du Lac and the Fox Cities.  On July 31st, one DWD staff moved out of Oshkosh to FCWDC; however other positions were lost due to resignation and retirement.  Those positions will not be replaced by DWD.   

Mr. Turner was just made aware that veterans’ staff will be removed from Job Service and will have their own department within DWD.  A regional coordinator for the North and south areas of WI is expected to happen by October 1, 2008.  Services are expected to be delivered through Job Centers, however.  He was also informed that Job Service is planning on moving staff out of the Manitowoc and Sheboygan centers beginning January 1, 2009.  
Workshops were held recently in area job centers by area employers to give job seekers their point of view.  They were very well attended and individuals had to be turned away from the most recent FCWDC workshop.  This also helps staff as they don’t have to be solely responsible for conducting workshops.
Mr. Turner distributed an article published on 9/15/08 in the Oshkosh Northwestern regarding the OAWDC; the title is “Job Center doing more with less.”  Mr. Turner noted the FVWDB is trying to maintain status quo in the OAWDC as well as other locations.
Mr. Beregszazi commented on how well staff has done with challenging times and budgets in keeping centers opening and serving individuals.

Disability Navigator Presentation 
Mr. Turner explained how the program began; purpose was to provide those with disabilities better services through the job centers, also, to assist those receiving social security benefits to transition out of needing assistance.
Mr. Annoye, Disability Navigator, gave a presentation regarding the program and services available to individuals.  Mr. Annoye is doing an ADA conference on Monday, October 20th, 2008 from 9-11am as aspects of the ADA have changed.  For further information, contact Mr. Annoye at (920) 410-0702.
Virtual Job Center

Mr. Turner noted the Virtual Job Center is online as of September 15, 2008.  The link to the website is http://www.jobcenter.org/.
All information from JobNet is incorporated into the new site but is not currently obvious which will take some adjustment.  
Updated Data Reports
Mr. Turner distributed a Total Center Usage report from July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2008.  The report included a total of all centers as well as a break out of each individual center.  A discussion ensued.  Of special note, the total workforce development center/job center visits was estimated at 106, 327, and there were 71,808 total resource room visits.
