Approved Meeting Minutes

March 18, 2010

Ms. VanNess called the meeting to order at 12:04 p.m.

Approval of minutes for September 14, 2009:  Mr. Martinez made a motion to approve the minutes of May 18th, 2009.  Ms. Cronmiller second.  There was no further discussion and the motion passes.

Dislocated Worker Activity:  Ms. Welch shared that approximately 1000 individuals are currently enrolled in school, and approximately 2000 individuals are enrolled in WIA programs.   The FVWDB was 80% expended as of December for the dislocated worker program; Ms. Welch noted almost all funds have been put into training.  Individuals are currently being put on waiting lists due to lack of funding.  Staff are trying to find other ways to provide services since training funds are not available; business services/lean team is providing lean overview sessions for individuals in job centers, especially dislocated workers, and they are mostly full.    Ms. Welch and staff are working with Oshkosh Truck and other supply chain vendors which should help increase openings in the area, but most likely won’t be until late in the year or early next year.

WDB and Dept of Corrections (DOC) Partnership:  DOC would like to partner further with the local workforce development boards.  Mr. Turner commented it has been happening in Oshkosh for the past five years.  Staff has also attended community resource fairs within the prisons when possible.  126 inmates were served in Oshkosh over the last six months.  More information will be provided when available.
Job center data:  Mr. Turner discussed the job center data as presented through handouts of the Marhc 2, 2010 Customer Satisfaction survey and the Second Quarter report.  If there any questions, please contact Mr. Turner.  Ms. Welch noted all subcontractor staff should be commended as they are extremely busy and doing a great job.  Mr. Beregszazi asked if training for staff needs to be done on disgruntled and distraught individuals.  Staff has received such training and Mr. Turner will continue to provide opportunities for such trainings when they are available.
Presentation on Revamping of the One Stop System:  Mr. Steve Callahan and Mr. Turner discussed a study they have been working on entitled “Visions for Job Centers in the 21st Century.”  A handout was distributed and discussed; it includes observations and recommendations for the future one stop system, job center history, job center technology, status and challenges of the current FVWDB centers, what an ideal job center could look like, as well as the methodology used for gathering data for the report.  A discussion ensued and the committee agreed to share the results with the full board at the FVWDB meeting to follow.
Legislative Updates:  Previously discussed.

Adjournment:    Ms. Cronmiller made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Beregszazi second.  There was no further discussion and the meeting was adjourned at 1:12 p.m.
