Approval of June 29, 2011 Minutes:  Mr. Westphal made a motion to approve the minutes of June 29, 2011; Mr. Martinez second.  There was no further discussion and the minutes were approved unanimously.  

Review of PY 11 First Quarter Budget:  As discussed at the June 2011 meeting, the budget provided is for first quarter of PY 11 because federal allocations were only received for the first quarter of the WIA program year.  WIA Admin and Youth Contracts begin 4/1/11, and hopefully by September meeting carry-in and close outs will be known.  A PY10 fiscal audit is expected during the last week of August.  In September a  projected budget proposal for quarter beginning October 1 will be presented (currently don’t know Adult/Dislocated Worker allocations).  Since June Board meeting, 4.5 FTEs were laid off with no return date due to funding constraints.  

RFP for Consultant Services:  Northcoast Consulting Services is currently being used for consulting services in the short term, but RFP needs to go out for longer term help to assist in responding to DOL/DWD monitoring results to meet DOL requirements.  The RFP will be posted and will be due on August 5, 2011.  

RFP for Youth Services:  In the past, area chambers have received funds in order to partner with FVWDB to provide youth services to local school districts and to help identify of potential WIA Youth program candidates, but this year an RFP is being released to provide these services.  

Move to Closed Session as per State Statute 19.85(1)(i) for Development of Response to Financial Matter and 19.85(1)c for Personnel

Mr. Martinez made a motion to move the meeting to closed session.   Mr. Hernke second.  There was no further discussion and after a unanimous vote the meeting moved to closed at 2:15 p.m.

Mr. Westphal made a motion to return the meeting to open session.  Mr. Beregszazi second.  There was no further discussion and the meeting returned to open session at 4:24 p.m.

Approval of Any Actions Discussed in Closed Session


Mr. Westphal made a motion to release an RFP for Professional consulting services to assist with the preparation of FVWDB responses to DWD and DOL.  Mr. Beregszazi second.  Ms. Welch noted  since the first quarter budget is limited, she will try to use corporate funds for any associated costs for consulting fees, but may have to use federal funds at some point (allowable by federal law), however it will be under administrative costs and no program funds will be used.  Mr. Irwin and Ms. Holmes abstained.  There was no further discussion and the motion passed with Mr. Irwin and Ms. Holmes abstaining from the vote.
