The meeting was called to order by Dr. Geigle at 3:20 p.m.

There was a slight error in the minutes from September 7th, 2005.  UWO CC-DET was approved to receive a $284,060 contract for the Hmong Youth Literacy project, not $284,000 as listed.

Ms. Doell made a motion to approve the minutes of September 7th, 2005, with the change as noted above.  Ms. Rubin second.  Motion passes.
Ruby Payne Workshop Follow-Up


Discussion on October 17th Ruby Payne event; those in attendance were very impressed and would like FVWDB to have another presentation.  Ms. Welch noted there are many trainers in the area who have the ability to train/present on Ruby’s principles.  Ms. Welch and Ms. Lund will gather a list of trainers in the area, and contact aha! Process to check if they could release a list for our area.  Workshops can then be planned across the seven county area, and FVWDB will bring Ruby back in 2007 when she has an opening.  
Discussion on Youth Workshops from GROW Wisconsin Project


Discussion of GROW grant stipulations from the state; wording cannot include the word “prize,” rather it must say “grant.”  Ms. Welch is working on revisions and will send in to state, but there is $15,000 to do workshops/trainings for Youth which will focus on financial literacy.  Ms. Welch asked the Council to brainstorm on how to set up workshops for five sub-regions as listed in the NEW EOS.  Ms. Lund distributed three handouts 1) financial literacy stat sheet 2) sub-regions with “host” county listed, and 3)  workshop content suggestions.  Ms. Gerhardt gave everyone a CESA 7 report and it was discussed.  She noted DPI should release a financial literacy standards document by January 2006, which will include many listed on Ms. Lund’s handout plus additional ones.  DPI will ask for review and suggestions.  Ms. Welch explained an entrepreneurial contest for Youth where money is awarded cannot be done, but asking local banks and utility companies for support and “grant” money is a possibility.  This could be part of this project, but financial literacy component is a must.

Short discussion on how a workshop day would be constructed.  Ms. Doell cautioned on a full day of talking to students.  Suggestions made included:  student presenters, Career Connection game, Youth Business Academy games, working around bus schedule, and assigning each student to identify a financial goal by the end of the day.  After three months, send goal back to student to see if it was reached as well as send more information to parents.  A resource directory geared towards students would be helpful to have to pass out at the end of the day.  


Mr. Malsin commented there is curriculum already developed in the area on this topic and it would be beneficial to find out exactly what is working so work isn’t repeated.  Ms. Welch suggested Council members forward names/resources to Ms. Lund so a list can be compiled.
