The meeting was called to order by Dr. Geigle at 3:20 p.m.

It was believed that there were not enough members present to meet quorum based on an old roster. The previous meeting’s minutes could not be approved but will be done at next meeting. 
Update on Youth Program Performance to Date

Ms. Welch said there was no new youth performance information to report since the last meeting. The State DWD is in the process of monitoring WIA programs such as Youth, which includes monitoring of contractor participant files. The exit conference is scheduled on April 25, 2005, with a monitoring report issued within 30-60 days thereafter. Ms. Palmer mentioned that it appeared the State was looking for specific information—i.e. making certain that data entry information coordinated with hard copies, and making sure all required information was in the files. She also stated that the FVWDB was only expecting comments, per the local program liaison. Mr. Malsin suggested writing letters to congratulate all involved with meeting performance measures from PY04 Quarter 2. Ms. Welch agreed, and will follow up with Staff involved. Ms. Welch also mentioned that 10 staff, including contractor staff, are going to attend a NAWDP conference in Miami. 
Update on WIA Reauthorization
The WIA bill is in the Senate. This bill may be moving in May or June.

Funding for PY05

Ms. Welch stated she had no budget number or allocations from the State at this time. They should have arrived on April 15th. Ms. Welch had a call from the State and was told that FVWDB would be down $500,000 from last year ($220,000 from Dislocated Worker; the remainder from Adult and Youth programs). Last year there was an increase in youth funding and remaining monies would be carried forward. Wisconsin took the biggest cuts in a 10 state area because its unemployment rate was lowest. Other grants are being sought. Contracts are being renewed this year. Ms. Welch would like to renew funding for Career Connection.
Develop Strategies for Youth on Bridges Out of Poverty

Training in “Bridges out of Poverty” is a Board goal. Ms. Welch, Ms. Lund, and Ms. Palmer attended poverty training. There are focuses in poverty training that include youth, education, and community. FVWDB hopes to co-sponsor an event in October 2005 with CESA with Ruby Payne as a speaker. Ms. Welch ordered 100 books from Ruby Payne for Board and community members.
Announcements
There were no responses for Project Lead the Way (out of 42 school districts). A draft of 2 years of a 5 year plan will be presented to the Board on April 21st. It will not affect Youth Programs. There was discussion on the merger between Workforce Economics (a subsidiary corporation of the FVWDB) and CareerPros. Ms. Welch stated the merger will save the Board money, and the merger has no impact on Youth Programs. Also Workforce Economics, Inc. and the FVWDB, Inc. anticipate the office will be moving in August or September. Next meeting will be May 25th at 3:00.
