Ms. Doell made a motion to approve the minutes of February 23rd, 2005, due to believed lack of quorum at the last meeting.  Ms. Pollock second. Motion to approve minutes passes.

Out of School Youth Initiative/Annie E. Casey Foundation

Ms. Lund and Ms. Welch recently attending a meeting in Baltimore where three areas were highlighted:  Out of school youth, literacy, and career advancement for the working poor.  The meeting was sponsored by the US Conference of Mayors and the Annie E Casey Foundation.  Ms. Welch commented that unlike many states, the Youth Council works wells with the FVWDB and its One Stops.  The next meeting of this group will focus on rural areas and One Stops.  Ms. Welch will continue to look at the rural/urban mix and also focus more on non-WIA eligible youth.  
NEW EOS/K-12 Activities
Ms. Pollock suggested hosting speakers who can present regionally or to schools to serve the general population regarding such topics as:  handling money, career exploration, and college prep exams.  Ms. Welch stated the CESA groups, superintendents and principals will meet in June to see how to integrate the Northeast Wisconsin Economic Opportunity Study into school curriculum, she will propose the workshop idea to them if possible.  Mr. Geigle suggested the Curriculum Directors should attend.
Contract Renewals


Letters have gone out to all contractors; all are renewed at level funding.  Ms. Welch believes $6,000-$7,000 may be available for training and/or projects from the budget.  The working budget for the year was recently approved by the full Board in March.  
Potential Fall Conference

WIA Reauthorization Update


Bill will be sent to the Senate floor soon; they want to block grant youth funding and other monies.  Ms. Welch may ask the committee to send a letter to legislators.  The FVWDB does not want youth funding block granted as money will be lost.  Secretary of Labor Elaine Chao wants to push WIA Plus, which would give more control to state Governors along with decreasing the number of Workforce Development Areas.  Ms. Welch will provide more updates whenever possible.

Announcements


The Hmong Youth Literacy Project received a Dept. of Public Instruction award for almost $28,000.  The first group of Hmong resettlement individuals may help serve as mentors to new refugees.


The committee commented the Jobs Revolution Event was wonderful and would like to see a similar workshop conducted in the Fall.


Ms. Pollock shared she is retiring at the end of the school year, and will send Marge Rubin as her replacement to the committee.  She thanks everyone for their support and wishes everyone the best.
