The meeting was called to order by Dr. Geigle at 3:20 p.m.

Ms. Doell made a motion to approve the minutes of June 1, 2005.  Ms. Rubin second.  Motion passes.
WIA PY 04 Performance Measures
A preliminary draft of PY 04 performance measures was distributed.  All seven measures were exceeded for the year, and an official report will be out in October.  Ms. Welch commented that having Ms. Lund over the program has been very beneficial for performance.  Three new measures will be added, and more information will be given at a later date.
Hmong Literacy Project
A summary on the Hmong Literacy project was distributed.  Ms. Lund a $28,000 grant from DPI was awarded to assist Hmong refugees.  FVWDB was a collaborative partner and Appleton Area School District received the funding.  The project has a school year as well as a summer program component.  
Ms. Welch reported CCDET has asked for modification to their budget for PY 05 to accommodate additional students served.  A motion was made by Ms. Doell to increase the overall contract in school youth contract for CCDET for PY 05 to $284,000.  Mr. Sagmeister second.  Motion passes.  Mr. Malsin abstained from the vote due to conflict of interest.

Potential State Grant

Ms. Welch discussed the GROW Wisconsin grant, whose purpose is to partner with economic development folks to aid the future workforce.  Since the FVWDB has already been heavily involved in the effort, a large amount of funding couldn’t be received, but the state did award $40,000.  $20,000 of this funding will be used to do workshops (financial literacy, education) for kids.  The Youth Council will oversee the project, with assistance from Bay Area WDB and CESAs.  More information on this effort will become available soon, and the committee will plan their next meeting around this topic.

Ms. Kohn will email Ms. Tylka a report recently done for Menasha High school on Education in the 21st Century.  Ms. Tylka will distribute to the committee.  
Ruby Payne Training/Workshops

The FVWDB is working with CESA 6 to piggyback on their Ruby Payne conference on Oct. 17th, 2005.  The goal is to put on a late afternoon session to discuss community poverty and how it relates to businesses and the community.  Ms. Lund will be in further contact with CESA 6 and Dr. Payne’s office and information will be distributed as soon as possible.

WIA Reauthorization Update


Ms. Welch reported reauthorization may not happen this year, especially if there is a lot of time spent on the nomination of the new supreme court justice. No other information is available at this time.  

WIA PY 05 Programs

Ms. Welch stated all contract were level funded this year, except for CCDE which received an increase as stated above.  The FVWDB received $175,000 less in funding this year so it is positive that all were level funded.  Also, performance measures were just negotiated and had a positive outcome:


For Youth ages 19-21:  entered employment rate-72%, emp. Retention-80%, earnings change-$3,000, credential rate-60%.


For Youth ages 14-18:  skill attainment-90%, attainment of secondary school diploma-70%, retention/placement into post secondary education/training-72%.

K-12 Priorities

Agenda item was previously discussed under the Potential State grant point.  More information to follow.

Other Discussion


The FVWDB offices are now located at 1401 McMahon Drive in Neenah, off of Highway 10 and CB.  A ribbon cutting and grand opening is planned for September 15th and all are invited.  A suggestion was made to hold the next meeting at the new office.

Ms. Doell distributed the 2004-05 usage report for the year end.  


Mr. Malsin asked if efforts to aid Katrina victims were underway.  Ms. Welch commented DOL has set aside $10 million to distressed counties in the South, but nothing yet for displaced residents who have resettled in our area.  If there are any updates on this, Ms. Welch will send them out to the council.


Ms. Welch thanked the new members of the council, parent Lisa Reed and son Anthony Williams.
