Discussion of January 19th, 2006 minutes: There was a slight change needed regarding meeting attendance.  Ms. Welch attended by phone and Ms. Michele Williams was in attendance representing FVTC rather than Fox Cities Leadership.  Ms. Doell made a motion to approve the minutes of January 19th, 2006 with the changes noted above.  Mr. Richmond second.  Motion passes.
Performance Review

Ms. Welch reported there is not yet information from the state regarding accurate performance data; so an update is currently unavailable.  Further details will be presented when possible.
PY 2006 Programs

Ms. Welch shared at the next full FVWDB meeting, the Board will be asked to renew current subcontractor contracts for the third year rather than have them go out to an RFP since it is hard to award or take away programs if there is no valid performance data to base decisions on.  Ms. Welch believes the Youth program may lose approximately 5-10% of its budget, but contracts should still be level funded this year.  The budget should be available in April or May and more information will follow.
Mr. Richmond made a motion to recommend renewing current contracts for a 3rd year instead of going to an RFP process.  Ms. Kohn second.  Motion passes and Mr. Malsin and Ms. Doell abstained from voting due to conflict of interest.
Legislative Update

The WIA plan modifications will be submitted by March 31, 2006.  Areas of interest to the youth council include:  youth sites must be available in all centers (completed in our area), 35% of total budget must be used to support median wage jobs only (would negatively affect job centers and those currently in training who do not fit high wage, high growth jobs), and job center signage (WI job center logo must be the biggest sign located outside of the job center).  Ms. Welch will respond to these concerns among others and submit to the Executive committee for review.  After the Executive committee and full FVWDB approves the plan, it will be available for public review and comment from March 17th through April 17th.  The plan will be posted on the FVWDB website at:  www.foxvalleywork.org.  Please call Ms. Meyer if there are any questions.
A short discussion on the budget recently unveiled by the President; it will negatively affect education and workforce development.  

Reality Store Update

Ms. Lund distributed a Reality Store school schedule with information on the six dates.  Eleven schools are participating with a total of 1,241 students.  Volunteers are actively being recruited; please send suggestions to Ms. Meyer or Ms. Lund.  Ms. Meyer will email everyone a schedule and informational letter to forward to prospective volunteers.  Ms. Lund noted that businesses are allowed to promote their company if they bring enough materials for all students and agree to put them in the main “goodie” bag; they may also wear logo shirts but cannot speak about their products to students during the event.  There was some discussion on requiring background checks of workers at the event and the FVWDB will take care of this piece.  Ms. Lund asked for suggestions on how to best display banners at the events as they need to be quite high; she’ll contact Neenah high school as they may have stands that would work.  If there are any other questions about the Reality Store, please contact Ms. Lund.
