Overview of needs in the community for at-risk youth

Ms. Welch and Ms. Lund shared that there is a project that the City of Appleton is doing around beautifying Washington Square; the Board will be working with the community players involved to see if a pilot project can be done with high risk youth.  This project will give youth job skills and wages, as well as education attainment opportunities.  This is one of several projects throughout the region that will work on these skills.  To align with this effort, Fox Valley WDB will be working with DWD in a waiver request to more effectively use youth funding for sole source projects.

Career Connection Report

Ms. Welch provided an overview of the STEM proposal that will be sent to DOL by the end of the day.  The proposal will connect K-12 students and dislocated workers to careers in Science, Technology, Engineering and Math.
