WAJTE approves Users for Business Objects security clearance.  Rich, Shannon and Anita are the members of the group approved.  They will be slotted into training when it is available.

Literacy/Numeracy gain.   This was not on the agenda, but a lengthy discussion ensued following a question by Rich.  He asked how other WDA’s are approaching this measure.  

· Al said 04 was taking a guess and just doing the best they can.

· Rich – if a youth exits prior to 7/1/06, we won’t be held accountable since PY05 is just a try out year

· This will be a hard measure that the locals are expected to fail.  PY05 results will be used to negotiate the measure for PY06

· Rich – Scott Fromader is working with DPI to use portfolios/life skills instead of traditional testing for disabled youth

· The 5 approved testing tools (TABE, ABLE, CASAS, WorkKeys, & ESL) are only for out of school youth.  The WRAT and other tests can still be used for in school youth

· Matt - track the new measures until it is added to ASSET

· More clarification is needed on this measure for all the local areas

Assignments:  List of acceptable training for certificates/credentials and exit strategies, how and when – handout of SPRA tutorials.  Some discussion on what is a certificate/credential.  It will take more than one meeting to come up with a list.  Each WDA will come up with a list and bring it to the September meeting.  The tutorials from SPRA could not be printed out. Demo of Youth Literacy/Numeracy Screens.  Matt Mita

·  Showed the group what the screens will look like in ASSET.  Suggestions were

· Add ‘Out of School’ youth to the title.  May be linked to manage programs where out of school youth is marked ‘yes’.  This is needed, so youth staff wouldn’t mistakenly add in school youth testing results

· It is set up to add post-testing results a year from the pre-test.  If a youth was exited prior to the year, testing results can’t be added
