Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 9:45 a.m.

Previous Minutes

· If case management is the only service, the system will not generate a soft exit
· Report 56B has been modified and added to corporate report
· Motion to approve minutes of September 28 by Bob, Jane seconded
· Motion carried
· Minutes will be posted on the User Group Website and emailed to all members
Discussion on WEBI

· WEBI is rarely used. What is the problem?
· WEBI data is often not correct since it pulls the wrong data
· The needed data is not captured by WEBI
· WEBI is updated only monthly
· This group needs to be involved in report design BEFORE they go into production
AUG Roles and Responsibilities

· Initially using the charter posted on the AUG website (Feb 2006), the group reviewed the charter line by line.  It was determined that this edition was obsolete and needs to be updated on the website.  Using the 4/13/06 version of the charter, the Vice Chair is elected the first meeting after May 1st
· Minutes of each meeting are due the Monday after the meeting so that they can be forwarded to the WAJTE Coordinator

· Discussion regarding who should maintain the mailing list-AUG Chair or DWS

· Motion for AUG Chair to maintain mailing list and to inform DWS by Anita, seconded by Shannon

· Motion carried.

· Motion to inform multiple people at DWS-WIA, TAA, VETS, etc. by Anita, seconded by Shannon

· Motion carried

· Motion to have the option for each WDA to identify one primary and one secondary person for the mailing list with the secondary listed as “other  interested party” by Bob, seconded by Anita. The motion was further clarified to specify that each WDA would still have only one vote.

· Motion carried, Shannon abstained

· Discussion regarding the non WIA members of the group having fewer representatives and therefore their issues may receive less attention, and their votes are easily outnumbered by the WIA members. Diane indicated that while the group recommends, the Business Area Managers make final decisions on how money is spent across various program needs.

· Diane requested that agenda items for the upcoming meeting be determined at the current meeting so that State staff who need to attend would have more time to free their schedules. The group felt a policy person personally at the meeting or conference called in would be an important addition for most of the meetings.

· Discussion regarding the role of the group vis-à-vis DWS. The group needs input on reports and ASSET enhancements BEFORE they are implemented. 

· Discussion regarding free access to data and DWS’s attitude that free access could lead to mistakes, misinterpretations or at worse, tampering. Diane suggested that Ron Danowski attend a meeting to discuss this issue.

ASSET Updates 2.7.2-Matt and Diane

· The update is scheduled to occur on January 12, 2007
· The PCR (Problem Change Report) was explained and copies distributed. These reports indicate proposed changes, suggestions from staff, and the status of the change implementation. Many changes do emanate from the AUG. In order for a AUG  member to access these reports they would need to receive security clearance from TIM to CATS (Client Tracking System).

· The major changes in 2.7.2 include: Common Exits, Follow-up Services reportable any time, changes in the dates for youth pre-testing and post testing, 90 day gap in services.

· Follow up activities can be reported any time after participant is in WIA activity

· Pre-test for youth can occur as late as day before 3 years after participation starts

· Post test for youth can be given anytime after pre-test Up to three year anniversary date
· A 90 day gap is services will automatically result in an exit (soft)
· A global exclusion must be done after the exit occurs. Richard would like consideration to doing the global exclusion on a separate screen to capture the data before the exit occurs and then have ASSET draw that information onto the exit screen when the soft exit occurs.

· Diane suggested that the November meeting have a policy person present and have the group look at the proposed screens for exit and follow-up etc. Matt thinks it may be too late to make changes because coding is already occurring

Documentation Guides-Karen Pfeil

· Karen is updating both the Case File Documentation guide and the Eligibility Documentation guide. She would like input on possible changes in the next two weeks.

· Some changes will include: making self attestation and applicant statement definitions the same, clarifying citizenship documentation requirements, identifying items that may be photocopied, changing wording for youth, adding planned gap in service, defining “other public assistance” more clearly, adding high wage information and how to document the 35% and career ladder.

· Discussion on discrepancies on defining “other public assistance”.

Discussion on the flaws in using the Voc Tech Graduate Follow-up Survey to determine the 35%. DWD has convened a working group with WATJE representatives to discuss problems with the 35% policy.

TESSA-Richard Price

· The State has asked Richard not to use TESSA until an ID/Password issue can be resolved.  Some password and ID problems were resolved with Tim so that Richard is now able to use TESSA locally
Virtual One-Stops

· Virtual One-Stops do not conflict with ASSET. They allow customers to find out about One –Stop services without actually going to a One-Stop.
· Next month’s meeting with have a demo
Other discussions

· Transfer from one WDA to another after 2.7.2 implementation can be done in ASSET with the case manager’s name going in under Title 1. This will need to be worked out between the two WDAs.

· For Literacy and Numeracy gains, the test scores should be entered on the specific screen for this purpose and this is the screen that is used for performance. The general assessment screen can be used for any testing, is less detailed and is not used for determining youth performance.
