· Add Julio Escobedo as being present.

WAJTE Highlights
· The Division policy that requires the use of NAICS and O-Net codes in the follow up fields in ASSET are creating problems and affecting the Youth Placement into Employment/Education performance measure reporting.  It is possible to enter all nines for the NAICS codes, but the O-Net code must be entered accordingly.   No change to the current process is possible until the Division policy is changed.  Gary Denis is aware of the issue with one possible solution being that NAICS and ONet Codes would only need to be entered on the condition that UI or WRIS wage data was found.  It was suggested that AUG should temporarily use a consistent bogus number so that state staff will recognize the bad data until a longer term solution is made.   AUG members feel the short term solution is unacceptable for the long term due to “bad data in, bad data out.”  WDAs could be held accountable for previous bad data, and may have to go back to correct.  We need WAJTE to encourage policy makers to address this issue and authorize a solution that is workable for all funding programs.
· In the latest WAJTE meeting notes, the topic of co-enrollment for TAA was discussed.   According to the notes, Gary Denis would clarify the issue and get back to WAJTE members.

· AUG members all agree that there is great need for performance training, specifically for Youth program.  We need state-wide policy direction and guidance related to the Youth Common Measures.  It is critical to have updated TAGS.  We would also like to see the WIA Performance Extract File Key written by Nancy Bryan updated as well.
Housekeeping
· Napoleon Banks sent an email to Richard stating that WebI report 56B has been modified to fit the printed page correctly.
· WAJTE minutes will be a standing item on the AUG agenda.   Richard sends the minutes out to the group as soon as he receives them.   This agenda item will be last on the agenda so State staff need not be present unless Richard requests their presence per the content of the minutes.

· Richard reported that TESSA continues to be tested.  They found minor glitches with programming and hope to be done testing within the next couple of months.   If anyone has questions, they can contact Richard or call Ed Hudson directly at 715-563-7590.
· Richard reminded members that the AUG webpage has recent agenda and minutes.  Al Hesse will post the upcoming meetings.   AUG will continue to meet monthly via webinar.  There is a face-to-face meeting tentatively scheduled for May 20th from 9:30 – 3:00 for voting purposes.  Please note that the meeting will be held on the 3rd Thursday in May due to the Memorial Day holiday.  Diane Bartels will confirm a room at GEF 1.   If a room is not available at GEF 1, we will arrange to meet at MATC.  Richard asked that members give special thought to specific agenda/training ideas for our group on that day.   Any other ideas should be forwarded to Richard.

· Future Go to Webinars will be arranged by Al or Anita due to their access to a larger meeting capability. 

TEN (24-09)/ Youth Performance Measures TAG – Scott Fromader 
· Scott reminded AUG that TEN (24-09) provides WDAs guidance on how to partner with TANF agencies and programs.

· Bill 29-23 has been introduced into the Senate.  This is not WIA re-authorization, but a standalone bill that would add an additional $1.5 billion into Summer and year-round employment for youth.  This bill has some of the same provisions as ARRA summer youth employment opportunities where 14-24 year olds would be served.  This is a bill; it has yet to pass the Senate.  Scott did report that many national organizations are in support of this bill.

· Scott also reviewed Common Measure specific to WIA Youth.  From 7/1/09 to 6/30/10 we are only reporting common measures.  The State is applying for another waiver from DOL for the period of 7/1/10 to 6/30/11.  It is likely that DWD will continue to apply for these waivers.  Matt Mita reminded AUG members that all waivers that get submitted to DOL are always subject to approval.  DWD has already negotiated with DOL for this program year for Common Measures.  Currently DWD is in the process of negotiating with locals on the common measures and  we should hear something in the near future. 
· State staff is in the process of updating the WIA TAGs since the latest available are from October 2008.  Anita reminded AUG that Nancy Bryan had created a document titled WIA Performance Extract File Key that shows the relationship between every field in ASSET listed on the quarterly Performance File Extract and performance.  Will this document be updated as well?  Some were unaware of this document.   Anita will email it out to everyone.  This led to a discussion as to whether or not all necessary fields for Common Measures are already in ASSET.  Matt Mita reported that all necessary fields were in place since TEGL 17-05 was issued.  Matt also reiterated that case managers should be entering everything applicable on the follow up tabs.   A discussion on skill attainments followed.  We are no longer accountable for skill attainments.   However, case managers should still continue to enter this data in ASSET because WIA legislation requires that skill attainments and goals be set.  In addition entering this data is very important in the event the waiver to report only Common Measures were to be denied.  This is a topic that could be included in a future Roundtable – Common Measure Training.

· Rich encouraged all members to be thinking about our questions regarding performance for all programs.   We can send our questions to Richard, and he will forward to State staff.

WAJTE Meeting Notes

·  It was noted that WAJTE members are reading the AUG minutes at their meetings.
· In the latest WAJTE meeting notes, the topic of co-enrollment for TAA was discussed.   According to the notes, Gary Denis would clarify the issue and get back to WAJTE members.

To-Do-List
· Adding fields to the data warehouse can be requested.   However it is not easy to breakdown as the importance changes.   This will remain on the To Do list.
· There continues to be frustration over putting data into ASSET, yet we cannot get it all out.  It is understood that BITS does not have the budget to do tasks.  Some would like to see the structure of WebI re-worked to allow for locals to get the data we need, without bothering BITS.  The question remains of data getting pulled from live ASSET or the warehouse.  Is this an issue of security?  How does BITS pull information from any field in ASSET, but Webi doesn’t give us all fields?  Richard suggested that Anita and Amy have these discussions with Napoleon prior to the next AUG meeting
Other Business
· Will there be an update made to the Common Measures TAG for Adult and Dislocated Worker?  Many were interested in having this resource.
· Staff should continue to submit/contact the Local Program Liaison (LPL) designated for your WDA/WIB and cc Dianne Reynolds for policy issues and questions as previously directed.  If need be, they will discuss the issues/questions with program/policy staff and respond to you.  Those program contact people are as follows:  Pam O’Brien for Adult, Scott Fromader for Youth, and Annette Nekola for Dislocated Worker.
