The 22 July 2010 minutes were approved with a motion by Sue Wile and seconded by Debbie Kelly.
WAJTE Highlights/Actions Needed

·  PY09 4th Quarter:  Results may be available last week of August.  WDA’s will have to move quickly to make any data cleanup efforts.
· Rolling Quarters:  Extract will have instructions on how to filter the data properly.  PY11 and regression model will also have an impact.  More details to follow from DWD.

· Roundtable:  19 or 26 October; limited number of being discussed.

· Veteran (WDVA) Financial Aid Form:  DWD will provide instructions on how to handle this form.

DWD Notes:
· Literacy/Numeracy:  Gary Denis acknowledged there’s a problem with how it’s calculated.  Gary says DWD is asking DoL additional questions to resolve the problem.  Richard Price asked impact on PY09 4th Quarter report results.  DWD will take problems discovered into consideration.
· Rolling Quarter Meeting:  Gary believes true quarterly data instead of rolling quarter will be available in next report.  The extract will still contain rolling quarter data and will require filtering.  DWD will provide instruction on how to filter.
· Data Cleanup:  Intend to get latest WIASRD Report (8/14) sent out to AUG for clean up. If delayed, may only have a few days to clean up any problems instead of two weeks.  Gary would like a reply from each WDA (one way or another) once they have the report and attempt to clean up the data (or not).  He asked everyone email Matt Mita with each WDA’s update on the clean up.
· Roundtable:  Gary stated DWD is looking at 19th or 26th October for the meeting.  Some of the planned agenda items include:  Common measures, regression formula, and WEBI 101 (Anita will assist Napoleon).  More advanced WEBI training will be required later.  Additional topics may include WDA assessment tools, VTC update, and managing large caseload strategies.  
· Upcoming AUG Meetings:  Gary will try to adjust his schedule to meet needs of AUG.  He should be able to adjust or make other arrangements for future meetings.
ASSET Updates:  
· Amy reported that a recent Infoline says the ‘case management’ service no longer causes participation on its own.  It will keep participation active if other services are open (staff assisted or higher).  Gary replied that he’d have to confirm with Matt.  Anita asked about the impact of TAA/VET; Gary not certain and will need to check into it.  Sue asked for written clarification as it seems the impact of the case management service has changed over the past few years.  Gary stated he would follow up on this request.
· Amy also stated that a ‘Literacy/Numeracy Warning Report’ is now available.  

· Gary stated that DWD has monthly conference calls with TAA coordinators to discuss ASSET updates.  Anita says she forwards info to her VET staff.
Miscellaneous:
· Membership List:  Needs to be updated and will be sent out to all.  It will be posted once updated.
· Meeting Schedule:  Consensus is to leave the current schedule at the fourth Thursday of each month with the exception of Nov/Dec.
· October Meeting:  Plan on a face-to-face meeting after the Roundtable.  Members asked to let Amy know if there are any conflicts.

· Anita stated list not updated.  She restated the purpose of the list is to outline the needs/requirements of the AUG.
Other Business

· Zip Code Search:  Barbara Godsey says the ability to add this to the search would be helpful especially when common names are an issue.  There were no objections from the group to have this request added.
· Supplemental Data:  Has been updated and available in ASSET.
· WDVA Financial Aid Form:  AL asked the group if they are experiencing any increase in seeing this form and if they have any procedures in place.  Stan stated that LVER/DVOP’s used to fill out the form.  AL said he had spoken with Theresa Loerke about this; she said DWD was working on guidance.  At issue is the ‘funding of last resort’.
· WEBI 101 Training:  Anita asked the group to contact their cm’s and get an idea of what they’d like to see for training at the Roundtable.
With no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Anita and Joleen.  Meeting adjourned at 1106.
